Bluetooth™ wireless

Your phone supports Bluetooth
wireless pairing (also called linking or

bonding). You can pair your phone with

a Bluetooth headset or car kit to make
handsfree calls, or pair your phone with a
phone or computer that supports Bluetooth
connections to exchange files.

Shortcut: Enter a phone number in the
home screen, then press the Store key to
create an entry for that number.

Tip: One phone isn't enough for some
people. When creating a phonebook entry,
select MORE to store another number for the
same Name.
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dial number
Call a number stored in the phonebook:

(=) > € Contacts, scroll to the phonebook
entry, press

Shortcut: In the phonebook, press a
keypad key to jump to entries that begin
with the key's letters, or to search for the
entry by name (see following feature).
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search for entry
To set the phonebook search method:

= > € Contacts
(=) > Setup > Search Method > Jump To or Find

To search for a phonebook entry, press the
keypad key that contains the first letter of
the entry. Jump To method immediately
jumps to entries that begin with the key’s
letters. Find method prompts you to enter
the name or speed number for the entry,
depending on how the phonebook list is
sorted.

edit or delete an entry

Press (= > €7 Contacts, scroll to the
phonebook entry, press (). You can select
Edit, Delete, or other options.
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record a voice name

When creating a phonebook entry, scroll to
Voice Name and press the Record key. Press and
release the voice key and say the entry’s
name (within two seconds). When
prompted, press and release the voice key
and repeat the name.

Note: This option is available only when the
phone language doesn’t support voice
commands (for more information about
voice commands, see page 22).

Note: The Voice Name option isn't available for
entries stored on the SIM card.

voice dial number

Voice dial a number stored in the
phonebook:

Press and release the voice key, and say the
entry’s voice name (within two seconds).

Note: This option is available only when the
phone language doesn't support voice
commands. To use this feature, you must
record a voice name for the phonebook
entry (see preceding feature).
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set ringer ID for entry

Assign a distinctive ring alert (ringer ID) to
an entry:

= > € Contacts > entry
(=) > Edit > Ringer ID > ringer name

Note: The Ringer ID option isn't available for
entries stored on the SIM card.

To activate ringer IDs:

(=) > 8% Settings > Ring Styles > sty/e Detail
> Ringer IDs

set picture ID for entry

Assign a photo or picture to show in the
display when you receive a call from an
entry:

= > € Contacts > entry
(=) > Hdit > Picture > picture name

Note: The Picture option isn't available for
entries stored on the SIM card.
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set picture ID view

Show entries as a text list, or with picture
caller ID photos:

= > € Contacts
(=) > Setup > View by > List or Picture
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set category for entry

a> {7 Contacts > entry(=) > it > Category
> category name

Note: The Category option isn't available for
entries stored on the SIM card.

set category view

(=) > € Contacts

(=) > Categories > category view

You can show All entries, entries in a
predefined category (Business, Personal, General,
VIPs), or entries in a category you create.

set category ringer ID

Set a distinctive ring alert (ringer ID) to
sound when you receive calls from entries
in a specific category:

Press (=) > €7 Contacts, press (=) > Categories,
scroll to the category, press
(= > Edit > Ringer ID

Note: The Category option isn't available for
entries stored on the SIM card.

To activate ringer IDs:

(=) > 88 Settings > Ring Styles > sty/le Detail
> Ringer IDs
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set primary number or address

Set the primary number for an entry with
multiple numbers:

=) > € Contacts, scroll to the entry, press
(=) > Set Primary > number or address

Tip: In Primary number view mode, you can
still peek at other numbers stored for the
same name. Scroll to the name and press
<& left or right to see the other numbers.

sort phonebook list

Set the order in which entries are listed:

= > € Contacts
(=) > Setup > Sorthy > sort order

You can sort the phonebook list by Name,
Speed No., or Email. VWhen sorting by name,
you can see All numbers or just the Primary
number for each name.

create group mailing list

& > €7 Contacts
(= > New > Mailing List
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copy phonebook entry

Copy an entry from the phone to the SIM
card, or from the SIM card to the phone:

=) > € Contacts, scroll to the entry, press
(=) > Copy > Entries > To
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
